Kolkata, Imphal, Delhi, Silchar, Aizwal, Guwahati, Bangalore, Chennai, Ahmadabad and 
Mumbai have connections for this city. Several major airlines like Air India, Jet Airways, and 
Indigo Airlines provid their air services to customers taking flights to Agartala.

Rail: For railway travellers, direct trains are available from Lumding in Assam. Lumding is 
connected to New Delhi via Brahmaputra mail which also joins UP, Bihar, West Bengal and 
other parts of Assam. The station is located within a few kilometres from the city centre, so 
you can easily hire a taxi or auto rickshaw from outside the station to travel to any part of the 
city.
